Course Content

This course will cover the following topics: problem solving, equations and inequalities, functions and graphing, polynomial functions, rational functions, exponential functions, logarithmic equations, systems of equations and trigonometry.

A grade of “D” in this class would indicate that the student lacks the motivation, knowledge and/or skills to be successful in the next level of math.  If a “D” is received, the student will be moved to a non-honors math course at the end of the semester.  A “C” in an honors course may indicate the same shortcomings.  Continuation in the honors math program requires a teacher recommendation based on grade and work ethic.  As per department policy, grades will not be rounded.
Homework / Classwork / Participation 

Homework will be assigned most days, and is to be completed by the following class period.  A daily homework grade is based on completion of the assignment.  All assignments must include the original problem, your work, and answer to receive full credit.  This is a fast moving course and it is imperative to keep up with the assignments in order to be successful. You should keep all homework assignments until you see the grade recorded on the parent portal. It is preferable that you work all assignments on graph paper in pencil.  Late homework will not be accepted.
COVID-19 Homework will be assigned most days.  Checking homework in a hybrid/remote environment will be difficult and will happen when time allows.  A large percent of the homework grade will be earned through short google assignments, completion of the daily warm ups and class participation.
 Quizzes
Quizzes will be given every three to four sections.  Make-up quizzes are not given.  I will record the percent you make on the chapter test for the missed quiz.  For example, if you make an 80% on your chapter test I will record an 8 for a 10 point quiz missed. 
COVID-19 Quizzes will be given on an online platform or through short class quizzes given every 1-2 sections.  All quizzes will be announced and included on my website calendar.
Tests
Tests will generally be at the end of each chapter. No notes, notecards, or books may be used during tests.  
No retakes or corrections for credit are allowed on tests or quizzes.
All tests and quizzes will be done in pencil!
COVID-19 Tests will be given on an online platform or through short class assessments.  All tests will be announced and included on my website calendar.
Attendance and Tardiness
Excessive absenteeism and tardiness in any course creates a situation in which the student cannot succeed.  EHS tardy/attendance policies and procedures will be followed.
You have two school days for each day you are absent to make up homework. You have one week to make up a test after an absence.  If you do not make up missed work within these time limits, you will receive a zero for the assignment or test.
